
CT Project 1 Module 

Notes on process

WEEKS 1-3 INITIAL PROPOSAL AND PRELIMINARY RESEARCH

Weeks 1–2 Module co-ordinator circulates assignment brief and contacts registered students to arrange meetings. 

Week 1-3 students carry out initial research and meet individually with module co-ordinator to discuss proposed project topics and to seek initial feedback on viability/scope of project. Following this feedback, a final proposal is written up (including a 500 word description of project, timeline, summary of skills required for this project and statement of relevant experience and draft list of any technical resources which may be required beyond access to lab-based computers). 

(Referencing requirements and plagiarism may be addressed through initial meetings or through circulating guidelines.) 

Module co-ordinator then reviews project viability (checking with relevant staff where necessary) and assigns two supervisors (and, in some cases, a third supervisor/adviser) based on staff expertise (checking with supervisors regarding whether aspects of the project need clarification). Module co-ordinator also forwards list of requested tech resources to technical staff, though this is for information only and it is up to the student to approach staff for equipment borrowing. 

Project topic should be approved by end of week 3 unless student has submitted proposal late. In cases where the project cannot be approved as submitted, a meeting may be scheduled in week 3 between module co-ordinator and the student so that the proposal may be revised and approved in this form. (The module co-ordinator may need to contact potential supervisors to inform this part of the process if there is doubt over the scope/viability of the proposed project at this stage.) 

WEEKS 4–5 SUPERVISION STARTS

Students set up first individual supervision meetings with all assigned staff members (and seek access to relevant technical resources). Project timeline is revised. Preliminary work may be presented. 

Module co-ordinator checks with supervisors that students have approached them for supervision. If students have not made contact with their supervisors by this point, they are referred to the course director. 

WEEKS 8 ONGOING WORK: PRELIMINARY PROJECT PRESENTATION 

Students present preliminary project work to supervisors and module co-ordinator. 

If students do not make at least one meeting with their supervisors over a two/three week period (excluding holidays), they may be referred to the course director at the discretion of the module co-ordinator. 

WEEKS 8–12 ONGOING WORK: PRELIMINARY WRITTEN WORK TO SUPERVISORS

Students should present at least some written work by this point. Last supervision meetings take place during this period (every two weeks or so). 

WEEK 12: FINALISE PROJECTS AND SUBMISSION

Students finalise project for submission, taking into account equipment borrowing regulations when planning their final submission. 

Module co-ordinator and supervisors/2nd assessors assess projects. The supervisors and module co-ordinator assign the final mark and students receive summary feedback. 

ASSIGNMENT REQUIREMENTS 

Assignment requirements are somewhat variable based on the project proposals, but each project must contain a practice-based outcome (creative code-based submission, creative digital arts/media/content etc.) alongside a written report of approximately 3000 words discussing any theoretical contexts (e.g. other artistic practice, cultural theory, scientific theory, technical/practical implementation and conclusions/reflection on the results of the project process and practice. It should use a standard referencing style for citations (e.g. Harvard). 

The practice-based component should be carefully documented and, in cases where projects are not simple desktop-based setups may need to be demonstrated, by arrangement with the module co-ordinator. Students should anticipate this requirement, but the module co-ordinator may need to proactively make contact with the students in some cases. The approximate scope/length of media submitted for the practice-based components should be agreed by the module-co-ordinator during the project approval process. However, a supervisor may suggest that this scope be amended during the project’s process if certain aspects of the project prove to be more ambitious than initially estimated; final approval rests with the module co-ordinator.   

MARKS AND STANDARDS

Marks and standards for the various components are as per the guidelines contained in validation documents and the CT student handbook.
